[image: ]Major Thomas M. Brewer is the Base Civil Engineer, Combat Readiness Training Center (CRTC), Trent Lott National Guard Training Complex, Gulfport, Mississippi. The CRTC is a Joint National Training Center dedicated to supporting regionalized Joint Combat Training while providing airspace, overland and overwater ranges, state-of-the art facilities and equipment and instrumentation for training exercises, career field development, and warfighter conferences. Additionally, the CRTC plays a crucial role in hosting wing-level training and serves as a key facility for the Mississippi National Guard and the Mississippi Emergency Management Agency during natural disasters. Major Brewer has oversight of CRTC infrastructure maintenance and repair, planning and programming projects, and Fire Emergency Services. This includes 35 military, civilian and state CE employees as well as 28 fire department employees.

Major Brewer enlisted in the Mississippi Army National Guard in January of 2011. After graduation from Basic Combat Training at Fort Jackson, South Carolina, Major Brewer attended Officer Candidate School at Camp Fretterd, Maryland and Fort Indiantown Gap, Pennsylvania. Upon commissioning in the fall of 2011, he was accepted into the Engineer Regiment and transferred to the 890th Engineer Battalion where he remained until he transferred to the Air National Guard to take over the Base Civil Engineer position at the Gulfport CRTC. Major Brewer has an 11-month combat deployment to Afghanistan (Operation Enduring Freedom) where he trained 201st CEK Afghan National Army in horizontal engineering operations and a 14-month contingency deployment to Kosovo (Operation Joint Guardian) where he was DPW Director of Camp Bondsteel and Area Support Group Balkans installations.
